Regarding the materials for the
furniture-making, the most common
was the application of natural
materials. Specifically, wood. Starting
from the furniture for storage,
sideboards, etc., up to furniture for
sitting and laying the basic material is
wood.

Due to its easy handling and of
course the natural beauty, it is
commonly used. Other materials are
also used, such as iron and its alloys,
details of bronze, gold and others.

In terms of materials and type of
furniture used of course it depends
on the status of citizens. Poorer
people, people in the villages had a
very large selection of materials, so
for them the most common is the use
of wood and roughly processed

The
neutral palette of Swedish, Danish
and Norwegian landscapes
combination with worn-out look of
furniture, results in this style, located
at the top of world design. Long
winters with short days makes it
necessary for interiors that would
make up for the lack of light, so the
Scandinavian style glorifies bright
colors, natural materials and limpid.
