NATURAL SCIENCE EDUCATION OF STUDENTS IN SPECIALLY
PROTECTED NATURE RESERVATIONS

The scientific journal “Natural Science Education” discusses important questions and
problems which, anyway, concern needs of improvement of quality of education in the field of
natural sciences, involvement of school students and youth to receiving this knowledge.
