At the age of pre-school a game is a child’s own choice of an activity which has features
that promote a pre-schooler’s communicative skills and knowledge. In the process of a game a
child’s attitude forms. If a child’s environment is rich and diverse, he/she is sure to find an
impulse to start a game A proper toy is the very thing that promotes swell as enriches the
content, creativity and imagination; moreover, toys foster communication among playmates. In
order to play with a toy, a child should know how to use it and a certain previous experience,
which can be acquired in co-operation with adults and peers, is of great importance.

The most frequently used form of speech is a dialogue between the person who asks and
the person who answers the question that an inner necessity or a person, a thing or a
phenomenon can arouse. The child’s talk with a toy is a means of his/her self- actualization and
is a kind of expression of his/her experience comparatively easily. In order to talk and form a
speech between a toy and a pre-schooler, the number of talks is essential. In the wide range of
toys a child faces certain difficulties that may foster absent-mindedness and distraction, thus
hinder the development of the child’s activity in which they play with toys. Nevertheless, a toy by



itself cannot supply the necessar knowledge, enrich a child’s experience, promote his/her
development as well as communicative skills. First and foremost adults and peers have to get
involved in the game with the toy because real communication is bound to take place; moreover,
the child will satisfy his/her needs for humanistic intercourse. Within this process the child
receives new information, acquires value —oriented experience, moreover, the sense of belonging
to a group is formed, attachment, self-esteem and self- actualisation is developed step by step.
