EDITOR’S NOTE

Dear Readers!

The first year of the Siberian Historical Research (SHR) journal being
published in an updated format has come to an end marked by the present
issue. In total, the journal has hosted on its pages 23 articles and 9 reviews
sent in from many university and academic centres of Austria, Belgium,
Hungary, Russia, USA, and Finland. If to consider the evaluation criteria
with regard to authors of the SHR journal used, for example, by the large-
scale European Reference Index for the Humanities and Social Sciences
(ERIH PLUS), one can see that despite slightly falling behind the title of an
‘international journal’, our journal can undoubtedly and confidently be
called a ‘national’ one. The strictly adhered to double blind peer review
principle (which, despite all its flaws remains, to my mind, one of the most
effective ways of pursuing and ensuring the high quality of publications),
applied to all of the submitted materials to be published in the SHR, helped
solve the issue of provincialism, regrettably so typical of many Russian uni-
versity journals.

In 2014, we attempted to stick to the principle of thematic publications
placed within special sections in each of the four journal issues. On the
whole, this proved to be successful. We have brought to the attention of our
readers such topical issues as ‘Europe — Russia — Siberia: Particularities of
Research and Perception’ (#1, invited editor — Larisa Deriglazova), ‘Indige-
nous Peoples of the North — City Dwellers of Arctic Latitudes’ (#2 edited by
Dmitry Funk) and there have also been steps undertaken toward a broader
discussion of such themes as ‘3D Revolution in Archaeological Recording’
(#4 edited by Olga Zaytseva) and ‘People and Resources’ (#4 edited by
Dmitry Funk). The issue #3, edited by Olga Kharus, was fully dedicated to
the analysis of a wide range of issues of Russian history.

A success was the practice of publishing reviews of contemporary and
important research work — academic research papers, publication of sources,
readers, and university textbooks. Given that Russian researchers’
knowledge of their international fellows’ scientific achievements is limited,
reviews and overviews of new publications have, among other things, a great
educational value.

Among the positive outcomes of the year is the inclusion of the Siberian
Historical Research journal — besides the Russian Science Index (RINTS /
elibrary.ru) — in the Russian Open Academic Journals Index and the Polish
Index Copernicus, as well as in the Ulrichsweb Periodicals Directory and
EBSCOhost — the two most large-scale, along with Web of Science and Sco-
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pus — international journal indeces / bases, that greatly helped broaden our
journal’s potential readership.

The editorial portfolio allows us to hope for a wider range of journal’s
themes. We plan to publish both separate research papers and selections of
articles in the format of special themes of the journal. More specifically, we
will definitely deal with an integrated study of host societies and migrants,
with new approaches to the study of ritual practices (and narratives), evolu-
tionary and cross-cultural aspects of human behavior; with Ostalgy-like phe-
nomena in the post-Soviet space, with European and Siberian regional iden-
tity; with the understanding of complex relationships of commemorative
practices and the historical / social memory; with the analysis of archaeolog-
ical heritage in the context of regional and ethnic identity; with the study of
modern identification practices and the way of life of the population in the
North, including through the example of a (neo)religious component of cul-
tural identity of the peoples of the North; with various scenarios in the field
of urban anthropology and applied socially-oriented research.

I am grateful to all of the authors of our journal, to our reviewers and the
whole journal team — members of the Editorial Board and Editorial Collegi-
um! [ am convinced that it is through our joint effort that we will be able to
make the Siberian Historical Research journal more appealing and topical
for our readers in the year 2015!
