Besides cultural and information
exchange, project activities include
performing practical tasks such as planting
trees, voluntary work, etc..

Publicity and popularity are set for each
stage of the project.

The goal of the project is young
representatives of several European
countries to work together and contribute to
a cleaner and healthier tomorrow's Europe.

The planned activities develop the
communication skills of the participants on
many levels. They communicate in different
languages, make decisions and plan their
daily lives and work together with their
peers from other cultures.

The groups met in Sofia. They traveled
to Varna and stay at hotel Argo. They
observed the urban environment, village,
mountain region, the Black Sea coast and
nature reserve "Srebyrna." The host
country showed his natural resources.
Bulgarian group talked about the difficulties
of the ecological activities in the country.

The project topics cover various
aspects of modern combat with the
ecological crisis. They are positioned as
missions in which each participant has the
right to expression, creativity and
competition, although in the name of a
common goal.

Intercultural dimension:

The project was conceived as a
mission-task whose solution will require the
combined efforts of all participants. His
performance will not be considered
successful if each member of the team not
make his contribution. This determines the
need for everyone to think as a group, not
for himself.

On the first day of the project were
formed four subgroups, each of which is
composed of representatives from all four
nations.

Studies show that putting different
people in small groups with a common
destiny and who are required to adapt to
the same conditions for a specified period
of time, develop affection for each other.
This is the concept behind the project
'reach out to nature, "which aims to build a
bridge between the involved parties.

Involving young people
disadvantaged:

In all the activities together in terms of
tolerance and mutual attended by youths
from different ethnic groups and different
physical abilities.
