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Abstract

under the European Convention on Human Rights. This book’s objective is to prove that the
position that the NGOs hold in the proceedings before the European Court of Human Rights is
unique. This exceptional status has no comparisons in any other international treaty all over the
world. Special attention is paid to the non-governmental organisations acting in the capacity of an
applicant. The research shows that not all of the rights set forth in the European Convention are
applicable to them. Nonetheless, in respect of those rights bestowed upon NGOs, they have been
able to attain significant amounts of just satisfaction arriving at millions and even billions of euro.
