SOCIAL EXCLUSION IN THE CONTEXT OF WELFARE MODELS:

CROSS-COUNTRY COMPARISON

Paper presents comparison of the social exclusion average estimates in the country groups, which
have different types of welfare models. According to the approach of measuring social exclusion
proposed by G. Jehoel-Gijsberg and C. Vrooman, the typical concept dimensions were defined:
material deprivation and social isolation. The aforementioned components of social exclusion were
extracted in countries with the Social-democratic, Liberal, Mediterranean, Corporatist welfare
models, Eastern European and post-Soviet countries by using the factor analysis based on the results
of European social survey (ESS). The obtained results demonstrate compliance of material deprivation
to the degree of the social security system provision and extent of pension schemes that are defined by
the welfare models. However, the example of post-Soviet countries showed that there is no direct
association between social isolation and welfare models.
