state (granted if the disabled person does not
meet the conditions for obtaining the right to a
pension), social care allowances, transport com-
pensation. According to the data of the National
Social Insurance House, on January 1, 2020, the
average size of the disability pension was MDL
1430.5, compared to MDL 1901.1 for total
retirees. Depending on the degree of disability,
the average size of the pension differed, amoun-
ting to MDL 988.1 for people with medium
disability and MDL 1763.9 for those with severe
disability. The size of the other social benefits is
quite small, thus, the size of the state social
allowance was on average MDL 280 per month,
and the payment for transport on average 34.5

In the structure of the population distri-
buted on quintiles by income level, we find,
thus, the concentration of people with disabi-

population, people with disabilities facing sig-
nificant economic and social difficulties.

The population standard of living is
reflected in the size and structure of consumer
spending. The statistical analysis of household
consumption expenditures in 2020 shows that
the average monthly expenditures amounted to
MDL 2791.2 per person, which remained prac-
tically at the level of the previous year. In real
terms (with the adjustment to the consumer price
index) the population spent on average 3.5% less
compared to 2019.

The dependence of the level and structure
of total consumption expenditures on the size of
household incomes is highlighted by the analysis
of consumption expenditures on quintiles. A first
remark can be made about the situation at the
extremes of distribution.

The least insured households (quintile I)
spend 4 times less than the best insured (quintile
V). Considering that the inhabitants from the
urban area have higher incomes, respectively,
the consumers’ expenses exceed by MDL
