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ABSRACT

On the basis of the Ukrainian Central State historical archives (Kyiv), Zhytomyr region state archives and
research conducted by historians and economists of the related issues, the author has analized the specific features of
the development of entrepreneurship on the regional level, namely in Volyn province (the second half of the XIX — early
XX century) It is stated that noble landowners had the best conditions for the development of entrepreneurship at that
time.

The economic basis for the development of agriculture, industry, and therefore entrepreneurship became
mostly large land-tenure of entrepreneurial nobles, who managed to create profitable commodity economy on the basis
of their estates in new historical conditions. Land ownership was the basis of their entrepreneurial activity. In the early
20th century alongside with hereditary large landowners the Branytsky, Pototsky, Sangushko there appeared large
landowners who came from lower classes, but could acquire a large amount of land — the Symyrenko, Tereshchenko,
Kharytonenko.

A characteristic feature of noble landowners’ business in this region was the creation of competitive
commodity economy and the penetration of capital into the most profitable industries: sugar, distillery, flour milling. In
the period of the first sugar syndicate 117 sugar factories, about half of their total number, belonged to noblemen.
Thus, sugar moguls and owners of many other businesses included landowners of the south-eastern region: the
Tereshchenko, Pototsky, Branytski, Balashov, Bobrynsky, Yaroshynsky, Sangishko, Radzyvyl.

Gradually peasant agriculture became involved in the sphere of commodity production. The sale of
agricultural products was typical for wealthy farmers, who cultivated large areas of agricultural land, used machinery,
fertilizers and used hired labour.

Thus, the development of market economy and increased demand for grain and industrial crops made
agriculture more profitable. However, the most numerous stratum of that society — the peasantry in the vast majority
proved to be unable to use lands fully due to the lack of financial support from the state, lack of infrastructure, poverty
and lack of knowledge and business skills — large commaodity farms were created mainly by entrepreneurial noble land-
owners and wealthy farmers who supplied products to the imperial and foreign markets.
