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This article proves the necessity of the restructur-
ing the health care system in Ukraine by establish-
ment of mandatory health insurance; and defines 
possible variants of its restructuring. The study de-
scribes the main problems, that can appear while the 
mandatory health insurance will be setting up, and 
that will prevent the achievement of its main goals – 
the improvement of quality of the medical services 
and attraction of additional financial resources. This 
paper also defines a number of measures to solve 
these problems and to create favourable social, eco-
nomic and political precondition to implementation 
of mandatory health insurance. Besides, the article 
describes the main phases of preparation and estab-
lishment compulsory health insurance in Ukraine.

The current state of health care in Ukraine is ex-
tremely unsatisfactory, primarily because of insuffi-
cient funding for its effective functioning. A key role 
in reforming the health care system plays Ukraine 
transition to mandatory health insurance, which will 
act as an additional source of funding for the sector 
and will improve the quality of medical services.

Transition to health insurance:
- develop a clear model of mandatory health in-

surance Ukraine and strategy for implementation;
- prepare and adopt appropriate legislation and 

amendments to existing legislation for the transition 
to mandatory health insurance;

- to restructure the state and municipal health 
care institutions, healthcare institutions provide non-
profit status of non-profit companies;

- the list of services to be provided free to all citi-
zens;

- make a clear list of basic health services to pro-
vide the relevant institutions insured by compulsory 
health insurance and to calculate their costs;

- identify tax incentives for employers insured by 
their employees for a certain type of insurance;

- create a system of compulsory health insurance 
at the level of the whole country.

Choice of health insurance depends on the char-
acteristics of health and the country as a whole. 
Ukraine should develop its own model of compul-
sory health insurance based on international expe-
rience and taking into account the trends and char-
acteristics of social and economic development. In 
addition, it is impossible to introduce mandatory 
health insurance without preparation and reforming 
health care, because of the current situation, this type 
of insurance will not function effectively.

Before the introduction of compulsory health in-
surance should take appropriate legislative changes to 
restructure the state and municipal health care insti-
tutions to determine the list of free medical services 
provided by the state, and those subject to insurance 
coverage, develop a system of incentives. Compul-
sory health insurance will provide additional inflow 
of funds into the industry that will enable the health 
system to be mobile, dynamic and extremely func-
tional. Services to be provided to the population will 
be more quality and relevant international standards.
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
