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The article is devoted to the problem of readiness of future specialist
for professional interaction. The focus that the interaction is both a
process and a result. The main methodological approaches to the
problem of professional interaction are listed: synergetic, axiological,
competent, active, etc. There was analyzed the level of urgency of the
problem of the ability of a specialist frontier guard to professional
interaction. Due to the analysis of scientific psychology and pedagogical,
philosophical literature it was proved that the phenomenon of
professional interaction has not been investigated in the field of higher
military education.

Due to the analysis of the scientific works of specialists of border
authority and the use of the system approach, there was built a system of
preparation of future frontier guards for professional interaction. There
was presented and disclosed the content of the main elements of such
system (pedagogical conditions, subjects and objects, etc.). There were
characterized the vertical and horizontal structures of the
abovementioned system. The important characteristics of the system of
preparation of frontier guards for professional interaction are listed:
control and passing of vehicles and persons, engineering and technical
equipment of the border, organization and performance of border
control; cessation of illegal movement of vehicles and persons across the
state border; coherence of the activity with military units and law
enforcement institutions concerning border protection,; performance of
operational and intelligence activities; implementation of information-
analytical and prospecting-investigative procedures for ensuring the
integrity of state borders,; participation in counteraction of criminal
formations of various kinds.

Problem statement in a general view and its connection with
important scientific and practical problems. The human society is developed
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in such a way that it combines elements such as individuals, groups, institutions,
and mutual processes. Law enforcement fundamental institutions belong to this
social structure. The Border Guard Service of Ukraine is an institution, that is,
such an organization, without which the normal existence of the national society
is impossible. It should be noted that the state of Ukrainian fundamental social
organizations can be called marginal (transitional). The Border Guard Service of
Ukraine is obliged to perform important functions of the state and international
levels, and in this regard, a high level of professionalism, competence and
education is required from representatives of this authority. It is this reasoning
that is fundamental in the system of higher school now: to provide quality
preparation to future professionals of any field, including law enforcement. The
effective functioning of the Border Guard Service also depends on such a
component as the capacity of future frontier guards to professional interaction.

Modern masses of information, the scope of globalization, the state of
Ukrainian affairs in the international sphere, provision of the priority to the
western vector of the functioning of society, are the basis of the urgency of study
of the problem of forming the capacity of future specialists to professional
interaction.

The capacity of the specialist to perform the professional interaction is an
urgent problem in modern society (Heuaes, 1991).

Analysis of the last researches and publications in which the decision
of the problem has begun and on which the author grounds his research.
The analysis of the presented problematics confirms the existence of a large
number of scientific works, which confirm its importance and
multidimensionality.

The period of ancient times, which created the foundation of the
mechanical concept of interaction, is relevant today. This problematics are the
subject of interest of scientists belonging to different educational fields:
B. Ananiev, L. Vygotsky, G. Hegel, Kant, O. Korotaieva.

The scientists studied the problem from different angles, in particular:
I. Zymnia, L. Petrovska, etc., identifying the issues of interaction from
philosophical, sociological and pedagogical perspectives; T. Chapl disclosed the
content of information interaction; F. Rozanov — social interaction;
N. Danylevskyi — multicultural; N. Kashchei — social and political, etc.

Setting of the unsolved parts of the shared problem to which the
article is devoted. An analysis of the content of the issue of ensuring the
capacity of future frontier guards to professional interaction in the system of
their professional preparation is possible on the basis of determining the nature,
content and types of certain professional competencies.
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The purpose of the proposed article is to analyze the system of preparation
of future frontier guards for professional interaction.

Statement of the basic research material with full substantiation of the
received scientific results. The realization of preparation of future officers of
border authorities for interaction is possible on the basis of adherence to the
provisions of key methodological approaches: synergetic, competence,
acmeological, person-centered, axiological and systemic.

Taking into account the existence of the abovementioned studies, it should
be emphasized that the fundamental principles of interaction are not fully
defined, in particular, the system of professional interaction in the State Border
Agency of Ukraine.

The content of the system of preparation of future frontier guards for
professional interaction in the presented scientific work is positioned as a set of
certain components that are interdependent and have certain structural and
functional content. In the role of components of the system of preparation of
cadets-frontier guards for professional interaction are: pedagogical conditions of
formation of capacity to professional interaction, organizational forms of this
preparation, fundamental methodological approaches, a set of traditional and
new educational resources and methods.

The development and substantiation of the system of preparation of future
frontier guards for professional interaction is an important component of the
national educational system. The detailed characterization and analysis of this
system can be carried out both in sequence (horizontal structure) and through the
hierarchy (vertical structure).

The vertical hierarchy of the system of preparation of future frontier guards
for professional interaction provides the content of education of a certain level,
from a comprehensive educational institution, and to a higher education
institution in a border authority (National Academy of the State Border Guard
Service of Ukraine named after Bohdan Khmelnytsky, hereinafter referred to as
— NASBGSU).

The horizontal structure of the abovementioned system provides the
practical training of the skills of professional interaction in a fragmentary way
during training lessons in the educational process of NASBGSU, as well as
during the implementation of the practice (internship) in the authorities and
forces of security and protection of the state border of Ukraine. The structures
described above are not definitive because they depend on each other and on
exogenous and endogenous factors. This, in its turn, makes it possible to carry
out the mutual correction.

In the designed system of preparation of future frontier guards for
professional interaction, such objects as cadets and representatives of scientific
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pedagogical staff, as well as the content of educational disciplines are worth
notice: philosophy, pedagogics, sociology, political and economic systems,
ethics, moral and psychological support of the activities, etc.).

Important features of the proposed system also include the content of the
future professional sphere of frontier guards, in particular: control and passing of
vehicles and persons; engineering and technical equipment of the border,
organization and performance of border control; cessation of illegal movement
of vehicles and persons across the state border; coherence of the activity with
military units and law enforcement institutions concerning border protection;
performance of operational and intelligence activities; implementation of
information-analytical and prospecting-investigative procedures for ensuring the
integrity of state borders; participation in counteraction of criminal formations of
various kinds (bam, 1997).

Thus, the specific content, structure and properties of the system of
preparation of future frontier guards for professional interaction make it possible
to improve the professional activity of officers of the Border Guard Service of
Ukraine.

Conclusion and prospects of the further investigations in the given
direction. The systematic approach is considered universal in science, because it
takes into account many conditions and features of the process or phenomenon
under study. The use of this approach in the presented issue made it possible to
identify strengths and weaknesses in the system of preparation of future frontier
guards for professional interaction. The practical implementation of the designed
system will allow making timely adjustments and rise in competence of officers
of the border service.
