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NON-TRADITIONAL US UNIVERSITY STUDENTS

The problem of determining the characteristics of modern American students is
considered in this article. The demographic changes of the United States in the 1970s led
to the emergence of a new student population. For a long time, the most students in
universities were those who entered postsecondary education in the same calendar year
that he or she finished high school, just studied (did not work) and had no financial
difficulties. Now such students are only a quarter of the higher education students. So,
lecturers work mainly with students who have certain differences in comparison to
traditional students. This category is called «non-traditional studentsy. At the beginning
of the XXI century, a number of studies appeared about this category of students to prove
the benefits of using their experience. The article analyzes the scientific researches of
American pedagogues regarding the definition of the category «non-traditional
studentsy. Initially, such students were those who were more than 24 years old at the time
of entering the university, who did not live in a campus and did not study full-time.
Gradually, this definition changed and scientists at the beginning of the 21st century
expanded the definition with various characteristics. Three categories of non-traditional
students appeared according to the number of characteristics they have. But not all
researchers recognized this problem and the article discusses Donaldson and
Townsend’s (2007) four classifications that illustrate how researchers in higher
education perceive nontraditional student characteristics and experience. Recently, the
definition of non-traditional students has expanded significantly, and now, it also
considered such characteristics as «first-generation studentsy, people with low socio-
economic status, representatives of ethnic minorities, immigrants, etc. So, in modern
higher education, students which certain number of non-traditional characteristics
prevail, so American universities need to pay appropriate attention to these students and
create the conditions for their success.
