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On May 17-18, 2017, an international workshop “Networks, Regions and Institutions
in Mongol Eurasia: A Meso-Historical Analysis” was held at the Hebrew University in
Jerusalem with the participation of researchers from Israel, Japan, Britain, United States,
Russia, China, Hungary and Finland.
